About Joan Armatrading 

Joan Armatrading taught herself to play the guitar and began writing songs at the age of 14. Her debut album, 

Whatever’s For Us, released on Cube Records in 1972 and produced by the late Gus Dudgeon, was critically 

acclaimed and landed Armatrading on the musical scene as a favorite newcomer. Armatrading has worked with 

members of Little Feat, Fairport Convention, XTC, the Police and Bruce Springsteen’s E Street Band. Musicians 

such as Darryl Jones (Rolling Stones), Mark Brzezicki (Big Country) Tony Levin (King Crimson), Manu Katche (Sting), 

Benmont Tench (Tom Petty), Mark Knopfler and the stalwart Greg Phillingames have all joined her in the studio, 

while her list of producers is impressive, including Glyn Johns, Gus Dudgeon, Steve Lillywhite, and David Tickle to 

name but a few. 

 

Her 2007 album Into the Blues, debuted at #1 on the U.S. Billboard Blues Chart, making Armatrading the first 

British female artist to earn that distinction. Into the Blues, which Armatrading calls "the CD I’ve been promising 

myself to write for a long time," was nominated for a Grammy Award, also making her the first female British 

artist to be nominated in the Grammy Blues category.
