Band on Saturday, January 31, 2026 at 7:30 PM. A GRAMMY®-winning bandleader, conguero, and
percussionist, Poncho Sanchez is among the most influential figures in Latin Jazz. For more than four
decades, he has ignited stages worldwide with a powerful blend of straightahead jazz, gritty soul, and
infectious rhythms drawn from Latin American and South American traditions. Carrying forward the
torch lit by legends such as Mongo Santamaria, Tito Puente, and Cal Tjader, Sanchez has been embraced
by these icons and entrusted to continue the vibrant legacy of Latin Jazz.

Born in Laredo, Texas, and raised in the Los Angeles area, Sanchez grew up immersed in an eclectic mix
of jazz, Latin jazz, and American soul. Influenced early on by artists including John Coltrane, Miles Davis,
Wilson Pickett, and James Brown, he developed a deep musical voice that ultimately found its home in
the congas. After joining Cal Tjader’s band in 1975 and performing with him until 1982, Sanchez focused
on his own ensemble, which he had formed in 1980. His long-standing partnership with Concord
Records began with Sonando and has since produced more than two dozen recordings.

Sanchez’s career reached a milestone when his album Latin Soul won the GRAMMY® Award for Best
Latin Album in 1999, followed by a prolific period of acclaimed releases and collaborations, including
tributes to Dizzy Gillespie and Chano Pozo and spirited live recordings. His more recent work, Trane’s
Delight (2019), and his newly released Poncho Sanchez & His Latin Jazz Band Live at the Belly Up Tavern
(March 2025), reflect an artist who both honors jazz's great innovators and continues to expand the
music’s horizons. Audiences at the Lobero can expect an evening of passionate, high-energy
performance from a true master who stands at the forefront of Latin Jazz today. A Brubeck Circle show.
