He showcased his comedic mastery with two 
blockbuster films with Adam McKay, Step Brothers and Talladega Nights, while also blending his musical 
and comedic talents in Walk Hard: The Dewey Cox Story. 

His versatility led to international recognition in films such as We Need to Talk About Kevin (Lynne 
Ramsay), Carnage (Roman Polanski), The Lobster (Yórgos Lánthimos) and The Sisters Brothers (Jacques 
Audiard). More recently, he reunited with Adam McKay starring in HBO Max's Winning Time, the limited 
series about the Los Angeles Lakers. The acclaimed actor recently took on a variety of compelling roles, 
including In A Prayer for the Dying, Dara Van Dusen’s adaptation of Stewart O’Nan’s novel. Set in the 1870s, 
Reilly plays a town doctor in a community ravaged by a deadly plague. He also portrayed the 
legendary Buffalo Bill in Testa O Croce, a film directed by Italian filmmakers Alessio Rigo de Righi and 
Matteo Zoppis.
