His father, David Grisman —a legendary mandolinist, composer, and producer — often hosted friends
at his home studio for recording sessions and rehearsals, including Doc Watson, Jerry Garcia, John Hartford, Mike
Seeger, and Tony Rice. This left a lasting impression and inspired him to pursue a life making music with his many
talented friends. Their shows create a space where the band and audience share a deep love and reverence for the
great music and musicians who continue to inspire them.

With frequent guest appearances and ongoing collaborations with bluegrass pioneer Peter Rowan, the band
continues a living tradition of great American acoustic music. Sam Grisman Project is committed to putting their
love, gratitude, and individuality into the music they share on stage each night, and to participating in the community
effort of preserving, expanding, and appreciating great American acoustic music. To preserve the sonic integrity of
their instruments and voices, SGP performs acoustic music into condenser microphones.
